think again about the fun of just flying.
In the LSA category, we can beef up
the engine to as much horse power as
we like so long as the aircraft gross
takeoff weight does not exceed 1320
pounds and that the airspeed is not
allowed to exceed 135 miles per hour.
Many aircraft fit that capability, but only
a few certified aircraft that were al-
ready built have been allowed convert
from regular certification to LSA certifi-
cation.

The ERCOUPE, built in late 1945 and
in 1946 is one of those airplanes. The
FAA allows the operation of an ER-
COUPE with a specific model, and
with NO modifications to be flown in
the LSA category. If you were ever in-
terested in getting one of these, you
will need to do some serious research,
because if an ERCOUPE were con-
verted with certain features, it is not
allowed to be re-converted to fall into
the LSA operational category. Be dili-

gent and make sure you check over
your prospect so that whatever you put
into the airplane you are able to make
use of in the flying category you want it
to be in.

| bring this up because for a long time |
watched many people do everything
just like what I’'m seeing right now in
the high performance boating world -
which is to do anything and everything
possible to get an extra penny of per-
formance from their craft. Now a lot of
aircraft that some of you might want to
fly, might require things to actually re-
duce the performance capabilities of
an aircraft in order to allow the aircraft
to fly as a particular type of airplane.

It boils down to SWAP-C or more spe-
cifically, Size, Weight and Power —
Cooling. These are the concerns that
put limitations on the pieces, parts and
items that make up a flying machine.
In every functional area there are re-
quirements that can be fulfilled by all
sorts of suppliers and their devices.
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However, in aircraft designs when in
need of a 100 horse power engine, you
must consider carefully the size that is
taken up by the choice you make. Its
weight is a major consideration and its
cooling requirements play out to be
everything about the final product.

The possibilities are great. The time is
great. The group is great. Happy Build-
ing and Flying!

Program :

The program was enthusiastically presented by John Barry, Re-
tired Major General, USAF; Graduate of the U.S. Air Force Acad-
emy, 1973; fighter pilot; and current Superintendent of the
Aurora Public Schools.

John served for a year on NASA's Columbia Space Shuttle Ac-
cident Investigation team. Columbia was the first space-worthy
space shuttle in NASA's orbital fleet. It first flew in 1981. The last
flight, flown by the STS-107 crew, was launched on January 16,
2003. On February 1, 2003, Columbia disintegrated during re-
entry over Texas, on its 28th mission, killing all seven crew
members. Over 30,000 people helped search for the remains of
the spacecraft, of which over 40 percent was recovered. Ama-
teur photography aided in solving the mystery of what went
wrong during the fateful re-entry.
